Social Studies

Superheroes: Scotland, Human Rights, Notable People

This term the children will learn about real life ‘superheroes’ e.g. Rosa Parks, Martin
Luther King, Emily Pankhurst (British suffragette who dedicated her life to the promotion
of women’s rights), Malala Yousafzai, Alexander Fleming (Discovered penicillin),
Alexander Graham Bell (Invented the telephone), John Logie Baird (Inventor of
television), Robert Watson-Watt (Developed radar in a way that was crucial to Britain
and her Allies winning the Second World War), James Watt (Helped spark off the
Industrial revolution with his steam engine invention.)

The children will be able to discuss why people and events from a particular time in the
past were important, placing them within a historical sequence. They will use evidence
selectively to research current social, political or economic issues. They will gather and
use information about forms of discrimination against people in societies and consider
the impact this has on people’s lives.

They will be able to describe the main features of a democracy and discuss the rights
and responsibilities of citizens in Scotland.
